Around the Shores of Llangors

Llangors Lake is only 8 metres deep,
lying in a “kettle hole"; a depression
left in the ground after the last Ice
Age. Because of the shallow water
and large reed bed, it attracts lots of
birds (it's an important nature
reserve). Near the shore is an artificial
island, made of stones and held in
place by wooden piles, originally
connected to land by a causeway.
This is a “Crannog,” and is unique in
Wales. Built in the 9" century; it was
a defensive, royal Celtic dwelling,
owned by the King of Brycheiniog. A
15ft dugout canoe, dating from
800AD was found here (now at
Brecknock museum).

Llangasty Talyllyn is an idyllic location. Great for a picnic & visiting
the bird hide on the nature reserve. The church has an amazing
Gothic Revival interior, with lots of painted wall decorations.

At the other end of the
lake is Cathedine. The
churchyard has some
of the oldest Yew trees
in Breconshire. In the
nearby woods,
travelling craftsmen
used to set up camp &
make clogs from the
Alder wood to sell all
over the country.
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
