Fabulous Fans

The most remote parts of the

Brecon Beacons are above

Myddfai and include the

Carmarthen Fans. The Fans

cover a remote area of

Carmarthenshire with sheer

vertical ridges rising above the

moorland. For the best views of

the fans take a three mile level

detour from Talsarn over to the

Usk reservoir. Westwards from

Talsarn the winding roads

leading to Llangadog never fail

to inspire the heart with the

deep green of the valley either

side and the spring and summer

flowers filling the hedgerows.

Llangadog itself was once an

important medieval town and

now boasts a surprisingly good range of inns and cafes. Castell
Meurig, "> mile to the
south, dates back to
1160 and is one of the
best-preserved motte
and bailey castle sites,
the tree covered
motte being
particularly evident.
Carreg Sawdde
Common is close by
the river and has
public access rights.
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
